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Income

The Nordic countries differentiate themselves from other coun-
tries by combining high standards of living and a relative even
distribution of income. However, the financing of the Nordic
welfare model entails a heavy tax burden and a major redis-
tribution of income, compared to most other countries in the
world. The level of income is generally high and differences in
the income level relatively small in the Nordic countries com-
pared to other OECD countries. Generally, households with the
lowest disposable incomes also receive the largest proportion
of social benefits in relation to their gross income.

The Nordic countries play a leading part with regard to equality
of the sexes. This can be ascertained by looking at women’s ac-
cess to education, health, political power and economic partici-
pation/equal pay. However, there are still differences in the pay
for performing a job by men, respectively, women.

The greatest difference between men’s and women’s pay is seen
in Norway, while the greatest equality of the sexes is accounted

for by Iceland, if equivalised disposable income is applied as
measurement.

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Social assistance

In all Nordic countries, social assistance is granted if all other
support options have been exhausted. It is either given as a re-
placement for other personal income or as a supplement for low
income. The assistance is individual and granted according to
needs to meet the cost of living. In Denmark and Iceland, social
assistance is taxable; in the other countries, it is tax-free.

Iceland has the smallest proportion of recipients of social as-
sistance, compared to the number of people by age group (2 per
cent). Finland has the highest share with 6 per cent in 2008.

In Iceland and Norway, relatively more persons live in old peo-
ple’s homes or in corresponding homes with nursing functions
than in the rest of the Nordic countries.

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Pensions

Pensions guarantee all citizens a certain level of income in
connection with retirement (old age), disability or loss of a
provider. In all the Nordic countries, a pension is payable to
the elderly. Persons with a totally or partially reduced work-
ing capacity may also be granted a pension. In Denmark
and the Faroe Islands, it is called anticipatory pension; in
Finland, disability pension; and Iceland, invalid pension;

in Norway, disablement pension; and in Sweden, sickness
compensation.

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Absence from work due to sickness

In principle, everyone with gainful employment is entitled to
daily cash benéefits in the event of sickness. The structures vary
considerably from country to country. In Denmark and Iceland,
the majority of people are entitled to full salary during illness. In
Denmark, this only includes people employed in the public sec-
tor and some private sector employees. Benefits paid in connec-
tion with illness are taxable in all countries.

Absence from the workplace due to sickness for more than one
week is markedly higher in Norway and Sweden, compared with
the other Nordic countries. Denmark has the lowest absence due
to sickness in 2008 (Iceland has no figures for 2005 and 2008).
Women’s absence due to sickness is higher than that of men in
all countries.

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Child care

A characteristic feature in the Nordic countries is the high rate
of women participating in the labour force. This increases the
need for childcare options during working hours.

Thus, most children between the ages of 3 and 5 are in institu-
tions. In Sweden, 98 per cent of all children between the ages
of 3 and 5 are in kindergartens or similar institutions. Finland
has the lowest share of children in institutions in that age group
(around 74 per cent). The percentage is generally much lower for
children between 0 and 2.

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Maternity day benefits

More and more men make use of the leave schemes in connection
with childbirth or adoption. However, both the number of recipients
and the number of days in which maternity benefit is payable vary
considerably from one country to another.

Iceland is in the lead with 33 per cent of the number of days taken
by the father. In Iceland a new legislation on parental leave took
effectin 2001, granting fathers, like mothers, an independent enti-
tlement to paternity leave for 13 weeks.

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Health

Health service in the Nordic countries is public and, to a large
extent, financed through taxes or through compulsory health
insurance schemes. In all Nordic countries, except Greenland,
citizens contribute directly, either through insurance schemes or
by paying user charges for treatment or for pharmaceutical prod-
ucts. In Iceland, contributions are primarily made by the central
government, while financing in the other countries consists
mainly of county and municipal taxes with block grants from the
government.

All the countries have well-established systems of primary
health care. In addition to general health care services, preven-
tive services are provided for mothers and infants and school
health care and dental care for children and young people. Pre-
ventive occupational health services and general measures to
protect the occupational environment exist in all countries. All
countries have generally well-developed hospital services with
advanced specialist treatment. Treatment by specialists is also
offered outside of hospitals.

While ill, employees either receive their salary or are compen-
sated by special cash allowances. The self-employed usually
insure themselves.

There is a general tendency in the Nordic countries to close
down smaller hospitals and concentrate resources in fewer, but
larger hospitals. The Faroe Islands, Finland and Aland have a
higher number of beds per inhabitant than the other countries
— primarily, because the countries beds in health centres are
included in their figures under Other.

There are quite significant differences among the countries with
respect to staff, both as to the total and within the individual
categories of staff.

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Deaths

In all countries, the mortality rate is higher for men than women.
Among causes of deaths, circulatory diseases and cancer ac-
count for the majority of deaths in all age groups — except for
children - for both men and women.

Figures for the autonomous areas, the Faroe Islands (48 000
inhabitants), Greenland (56 000 inhabitants) and Aland (27 000
inhabitants) must be viewed with caution, because of their small
populations in which just a few deaths significantly boost rates
per 100 000 persons.

Although the number of smokers in the Nordic countries has
been decreasing during recent years, there continues to be large
differences in the number of smokers, both for men and for
women and some differences between countries.

In general, more men than women smoke in the Nordic coun-
tries, only in the Faroe Islands and in Sweden there are more
women than men who smoke.

Alcohol

Several of the Nordic countries have restrictions on sale of alco-
holin order to keep consumption low. The level of consumption
should be viewed with some caution as it only includes sale of
beer, wine and alcohol.

Alkohol

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Culture and leisure

The policies of the Nordic countries with respect to cultural life,
mass media and religion have many features in common. Howev-
er, some differences may be pointed out - for instance, cultural
institutions arising from historical circumstances.

Regarding film premiéres, Denmark had in 2008 the highest
share of national films with 16 per cent. Sweden follows with 14
per cent and Finland with 11 per cent.

Swedes and Finns are the most active when it comes to theatre
attendace with more than 3 mio. visitors. The two countries also

have the highest number of performances, 21 000 in Sweden
and almost 17 000 in Finland.

Denmark has most museums, a total of 277 but it is people in
Aland and Iceland who most often visits museums, an average of
5 visits per person

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Libraries and books

Traditionally, libraries lent out volumes of books, which was
fairly easy to tabulate. Today, libraries function as information
centres with a wide variety of services and access to all kinds of
printed and electronic media. Access to electronic information
through the libraries is an important element in cultural dissemi-
nation but is not yet part of the statistics.

Since 2000, the stock of volumes has increased in Faroe Islands, in
Aland and Norway. On the Faroe Islands and in Norway there has
also been an increase in the number of lent volumes since 2000.

In the Nordic countries, about 58 000 new book titles are pub-
lished every year, this number has been increasing in recent
years. About one-fourth of the books published are fictional, this
figure includes children’s books.

Bibliotek och bocker

Bibliotek har traditionellt lanat ut bocker, vilket har varit ganska
enkelt att rdkna. | dag fungerar bibliotek som informationscen-
tra med ett brett utbud av tjanster och tillgang till alla typer av
tryckta och elektroniska medier.
